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*** A Child of God is not synonymous with being a Son of God ***
We may all be the Children of God, but how many of us have become Sons of God.

A Child is born again into the kingdom, with their eternal destiny secured. They reflect the
resemblance of the Father and have been granted access to their inheritance.

A Son has been disciplined to advance the kingdom, no longer waiting to enter heaven but now
bringing heaven to earth. They are about the Father’s business and have become mature in the

stewardship of their inheritance.

Creation groans for the manifestation of the Sons, not the Children. Observe well, as we continue to
see the Church transition from Children to Sons.

7 Ways to Access the Wisdom of God.

He has made wisdom more readily available than what we may have previously believed. Wisdom is one of
the greatest gifts given to combat confusion and help us make decisive and right decisions.

1. Partner with Paul's prayer for the church in Ephesus.

Eph 1:17

"l keep asking that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the glorious Father, may give you the Spirit of wisdom and
revelation...".

2. Position yourself under godly leadership and submit to wise counsel.
Pr11:14
"Where no wise guidance is, the people falleth; But in the multitude of counsellors there is safety.”

3. Keep the company of mature believers (this is where you access the wisdom of another age).

1Cor 2:6

"Yet when | am among mature believers, | do speak with words of wisdom, but not the kind of wisdom that
belongs to this world or to the rulers of this world, who are soon forgotten."

4. Simply ask in faith and receive by faith.

James 1:5

"If any of you lacks wisdom, you should ask God, who gives generously to all without finding fault, and it will be
given to you."

5. Earnestly desire the Spiritual Gifts.

1Cor 12:8

"To one there is given through the Spirit a message of wisdom, to another a message of knowledge by means of
the same Spirit,..."

6. Recognise that Wisdom is a Spirit that you can engage with.

Is11:1-2

"A shoot will come up from the stump of Jesse; from his roots a Branch will bear fruit. The Spirit of the Lord will
rest on him—the Spirit of wisdom and of understanding,..."

7. Fear the Lord.

7 Keys to Walking in the Favour of God

1. QUICK OBEDIENCE - It's trumps sacrifice.

2. STEWARDSHIP - Faithful with the little (it makes way for the Father to increase your capacity and entrust you
with more).

3. PRIORITY - When you prioritise what's on His heart, He moves His hand.
4. HONOUR - Cultivation of seeing one another as heaven sees them.

5. SONSHIP - Revelation of righteous identity (who & whose you are) and the inheritance made available
through the finished work of the cross.

6. SOWING - Cheerfully & intentionally sowing seed into good soil.

7. GRATITUDE - Thankfulness is the gate (place of transition & transaction) for multiplication.



Emotionally Healthy People

1. SELF CONTROL = Intentionally cultivates the fruit of the Spirit to control
one's self to do what is good and correct.

2. SECURE = Knows who and whose they are (righteous son or daughter).
Speaks the truth in love and does not run from opposing views or
confrontation.

3. SERVANT LEADER = Their authority is found in humility.
4. SPIRIT LEAD = Their spirit is in union with the Holy Spirit.

5. SELF-AWARE = Has high regard for authenticity, and values relationships
over the need to be right.

6. SOUL PROSPERS = Confident that Jesus paid for the purity and health of
their souls. Thinks like Jesus, makes decisions like Jesus, and feels like Jesus.

7. SUBMITTED = Teachable and mouldable, open to correction/direction, and
honours well.

8. SURRENDERED = All of you, given to all of Him (an appropriation of the
fullness of the finished work of the cross).

1. We run to the front lines, having forfeited our right to sit on the
sidelines. We've exchanged our world view for a Kingdom view
(we see as He sees), with an understanding that our life is no
longer our own. We are territory takers, soul winners.

2. We are more concerned with what God says than what the
world thinks. We've become friends with God and have become
privy to His secrets. Secure in our righteous identity, we walk as
son's in acquaintance with our inheritance, straddling both
Kingship and Priesthood.

3. We are biblically literate, with hearts burning for the revelatory
realm, logos, rhema and the Living Word.

4. \We are sharp in discernment, discerning right from wrong, and
right from almost right.

5. We ascend the mountain with clean hands and a pure heart.
His ways have become our ways, and His thoughts our thoughts.

6. Our prayer life has transitioned from a discipline to a desire,
with our life being poured out as a drink offering.
Thanksgiving is our door, praise is our weapon, worship is our
default setting. We are distinguished by His presence, His mercy
and His justice.

7. We are gateways; we import and export the things of the Spirit.
Glory is our rear guard, angels are sent to serve us and our
assignments, and we're prone to victory. These signs accompany
us: "They will drive out demons; they will speak in new tongues;
they will pick up snakes with their hands; and when they drink
deadly poison, it will not hurt them at all; they will place their
hands on sick people, and they will get well".



8. Discipleship is not negotiable; in one hand we have a trowel
and in the other a sword. We are repairers of the breach and re-
builders of cities, we subdue and multiply after our own kind.

9. We are about the Kingdom, not just in word but also in deed.
Power and demonstration flow as the culture of Heaven s
established through us, binding what is bound and loosing what is
loosed. We are marked equally by humility and authority. Peace
and Joy are no longer emotions, but spiritual dimensions.

10. We out-do one another with honour, and do not tolerate the
little foxes. Our community's leadership is marked by
servanthood, love, obedience, self-control, generosity and
radical faith. We are a family mobilised and on mission;
champions of freedom.

11. We are faithful with the little and therefore can be entrusted
with much. Highly favoured, we are blessed with divine
appointments and influence. Stewardship is fundamental to us.
We are consistent, committed and we value character over
gifting. We are known by authenticity.

12. We are guided by truth, the Fear of the Lord, and Wisdom from
another age.
As He is, so are we in this world.



You’ll be the most effective for the kingdom, when the
kingdom has fully affected every part of you, and you’ll be
the most effective disciple maker when you’ve become
the most affected disciple.
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
